What will you do at FabriCamp?

e You will get the opportunity to learn about Vintage quilts, tops, and blocks dating from
c. 1790-1945. Study the cotton and delaine (wool and cotton) fabrics, women and chil-
dren's clothing that help you make the connection between clothing and quilts, and so
much more!

e You are encouraged to bring your vintage treasures to discuss them and share them
with others!

e Costis $250 for the 3-day camp - Thursday, Friday, and Saturday. Cost includes
lunches, snacks and some great surprises!

The history of women and quilts go hand and hand. I now
present my workshops with historical readings based on
current quilt research and women's journals. As we sew, we
also learn about the women, fabrics, political and economi-
cal influences on the quilts made in England and America in
the eighteenth, nineteenth and twentieth centuries.

The goal of my classes goes beyond teaching "how to" tech-
niques. Students will also gain a deeper understanding of
the history behind our heritage quilts, which makes the
"making" process so much more meaningful.
